Parents must ensure that their children:

e Know how to get to and from the bus stop
safely and, if required, assist children to and
from the stop.

e Have a place to go, or a person to contact, if
the bus does not arrive.

e Are dressed appropriately, especially during
cold weather.

e Understand the requirements for student
behaviour and conduct as outlined in the
School Bus Safety rules.

e Understand that the bus will leave its stop at
the scheduled time.

e Have a responsible sibling or adult present at
drop-off. Children in Grade 2 or younger will
not be left at a stop alone.

Please notify the Transportation Coordinator
immediately when the bus service is no longer
required for any reason.

Students are responsible for:

e  Getting to the bus stop ten (10) minutes prior
to the scheduled time

e Obeying the School Bus Safety Rules and
following the guidelines for expected
behaviour (see below and following panels).

Drivers are responsible for:

e Driving safely and being on time.

e Discipline in accordance with the Bus Safety
Rules.

e Notifying parents of unexpected changes in
the bus schedule or cancellation of the bus.

SCHOOL BUS SAFETY RULES:

For safety reasons, students are responsible for
acceptable behaviour and conduct while riding the
bus.

In order to keep the ride to and from school safe
for everyone, we expect students to behave in a
Christian manner, showing responsible and
respectful behavior.

Suspension or expulsion could result if a student
demonstrates unacceptable behaviour that
threatens the safety of themselves or other
students, or willful disobedience to authority. The
Executive Director and the Principal of each school
have final responsibility for discipline on the bus.

Expected Bus Rider Behavior:

Be courteous:
e Be respectful of the bus driver

e Follow the bus driver's directions as soon as
they are issued.

e Always share seats with others.
e  Speak quietly at all times.
e Do not use vulgar language or swear.

e Do not speak in a way that teases, hurts or
harasses others.

e Keep the bus clean.

e Do not use perfumes, lotions, hair-sprays, nail
polish, etc. while on the bus.

e Do not eat or drink on the bus without the
permission of the driver.

e No unauthorized use of a cell phone is
permitted.

Be safe:

e Remain well back from the curb until the bus
has stopped and the door has opened.

e Be seated and face the front of the bus at all
times.

e Keep hands, head and feet inside the bus

e Do not throw objects on the bus or out of the
bus.

e Do not board the bus without the bus driver
being present.

e Use the emergency exit only in case of an
emergency.

° Do not cross the street until the bus has left.

Obey the law:

e Do nothing to threaten the safety of others on
or off the bus.

e Do not vandalize the bus or anyone else’s
personal property.

e Do not hit, punch, kick or physically assault
another student.

e Do not have possession of anything that can
be perceived as a weapon.

e Do not use matches or lighters.

e Do not have any illegal substance including
drugs and alcohol.

Bus drivers maintain order and discipline on the
bus in accordance with the guidelines provided by
CSCE.

Any concerns regarding your child’s transportation
should first be directed to the Transportation
Coordinator, then to the Principal and the
Executive Director.

In the provision of school bus transportation the
number one priority is safety of students. The
CSCE ensures that school buses are maintained
to the highest standard, that our schools have
access to safety education programs, and that bus
drivers have cellular phones to be used in case of
emergencies.

Method of Discipline:

e Verbal Warning: driver will note the warning.
e Assigned Seat: driver will note misbehaviour.

e Written Misbehaviour Notice: appropriate
action will be taken depending on the
situation, and may include suspension,
expulsion or other consequences (and may
involve parents). The bus driver will receive
notification of action.

e Written Suspension Notice: immediate
suspension of bus service until the situation is
resolved; copies to parents, Principal and
Executive Director. Service will not resume
until a satisfactory resolution has been agreed
to and acknowledged by the parents.

e In severe situations, the Calgary Police
Service may be contacted.

The CSCE makes every effort to
ensure that students attending
Calgary Christian School are
provided with safe, appropriate and
efficient transportation.
