I Service Learning:

Grade 11 students have an exciting opportunity to be part of an educational tour of France and Spain. During our tour,
we will visit many of Europe’s most famous cities and landmarks, such as the Eiffel Tower, the Louvre, Notre Dame
Cathedral, Versailles, the Loire Valley, and Barcelona. Local guides will give us behind-the-scenes looks at these land-
marks. Not only will students experience new places and cultures, but they also gain confidence in themselves and a
new perspective on God’s world. On this trip, students will also have the exciting and challenging opportunity to practice
their French and Spanish in authentic situations.

The Greece/ltaly trip is designed for our Grade 12 students as a biblical cultural journey paralleling Paul's mission travels.
There is an emphasis on seeing the influence of early Christianity on society and culture and a direct comparison with modern
day and how the church has evolved. Students will be challenged to discover for themselves the impact of the life of Christ and
the resulting changes that have influenced the entire world.

Leadership and Construction classes traveling to Belize will be part of specifically focused mission and service driven projects.
Students will work at YWAM and at an orphanage and travel throughout the countryside to gain perspective while they are
serving the people of Belize. They are given a unique opportunity to experience the faith and simple joy of these Third World
citizens and challenged to compare that to what is often our own First World abundance and discontent.
